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Practical Tips

e Try to include local dances

and if you choose
international ones, those
should well-known and
famous worldwide. It may
be different in different
countries. For example, in
Spain people are familiar
with Latin American dance,
so a lot from that culture is
included. If the activities
are held in the UK, for
example, it would be good
to include Irish step dance.
Adpatations are needed,
depending on the country.

An interesting follow-up
could be a discussion if
someone has practised
those dances and if they
can tell the group about
their experience.
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
